For many countries, this involves centering programs around medicines and the
services that go with them, such as mass drug administration (treating about 125 million
people), testing and counseling for HIV/AIDS patients, clincial protocols for in-hospital
treatment, training for providers, supply chain management, inventory control,
monitoring and evaluation. A bit of everything in a health and social services system. On
the backend, she works on new product development to ensure meds are formulated for
harsh climates and less literate populations, develop communication materials, oversee
vendor contracts and convene stakeholders in more formal public relations roles.

She was chosen for a two year environmental fellowship on 2007 by the former COO of
the peace corps, Thomas Tighe. As a result,has refocused some of my work to help
entities to understand the environmental impacts on health and business operations as
we know it. There is a fair amount of denial and generally lack of planning about how
climate change in particular will change how we live and work.
