Funding the Trip
The total cost per missioner is undetermined. The #nal cost will be determined
in June, and it will depend on the success of our fundraising e$orts up to that
point. Fundraising is not only about money; it provides both the bene#ts of team
building, and it sa!s#es the mandate of good mission theology by ensuring that our
missioners are “sent” by their parish rather than sending themselves. This makes
the trip more than a youth trip; our teenagers

become agemsofStMetarkSEpiscepal Church on o0%cial church business. Fundraising, thus, is

crilcal for buy-in of the parish as a whole. Last year, the mission group elected to work together

and establish one pool of money which subsidized each missioner’s trip equally. They each

worked toward a common goal. Due to that collec!ve e$ort and a generous grant from the St.

Mark’s Outreach Commission, no one paid more than &350 out-of-pocket, though the expenses

totaled approximately &900 per person. Now I'll say more about the trip.

About the trip

Like last year, we'll partner with the youth grofyom St. David’s Episcopal Church in Aus!n,

TX to form a super group. We will lodge at the Amsialon Mission, an Episcopal Church celiyratiyeest im tties BB msecthmomr
neighborhood. We will work on building, enrichmeahd beau!#ca!on projects by day, and by night will eat Cajun food, listen
to jazz, play games, spend !me with friends, andka new friends. We will have at least one youtth4eervice of prayer daily,
usually Compline before bed.

A “mission-immersion” trip is a !me for our group to travel together with the inten!on of being “immersed” in the mission and
work of the Church in a par!cular loca!on (New Orleans), that we might have our own faith enriched through the encounter. Thi:
trip does as much for New Canaan as it does for New Orleans. As youth par!cipate in the Chris!an iden!ty and cultural prac!ce
of New Orleans, they begin to be"er ques!on and de#ne themselves and seek their own unique gi's and responsibililes ac
Chris'ans in New Canaan and beyond. While we certainly go with a willingness to help in any way possible, this approach
mission does not pretend to “bring the #x” as in colonial era manifestalons of the church’s mission. Rather, a ‘post-colonia
mission-immersion respects the sociopoli!cal and cultural

complexity of poverty and injus!ce. Therefore, instead of

seeking to bring the #x, we will seek lte #xed as we

encounter Christ in the struggles and joys of Chrislan

brothers in New Orleans.
