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St. Mark’s Choir Presents Choral Evensong 
June 5 at 5pm

In anticipation of a residency at Chester Cathedral in 
England in July, the choir of St. Mark’s Church under 
the direction of Organist and Choirmaster Brian-Paul 
Thomas will offer Choral Evensong at 5 p.m. on June 
5, the Seventh Sunday of Easter.  This service will 
replace the eucharistic service customarily offered at 
that hour on Sundays.

Traditional Anglican Evensong, which is sung 
Evening Prayer, consists of the distinctive parts of the 
ancient services of Vespers and Compline.  Vespers, 
the traditional sunset service, and Compline, the 
traditional bedtime service, each has an appointed 
canticle (a “little song” which by custom is drawn from 
a Biblical text other than the Psalms).  In Vespers, the 
canticle is the Song of Mary or Magni• cat (“My soul 
doth magnify the Lord...”); in Compline, the canticle is the Song of Simeon or Nunc dimittis (“Lord, now lettest thou thy 
servant depart in peace...”).  Both of these canticles were used in the service of Evening Prayer in the ! rst Book of Common 
Prayer, authored by Thomas Cranmer in 1549.  In this service, the choir will sing the Herbert W. Sumsion Service in G settings of 
these canticles.

Because Anglican Evensong is a candlelit service, the canticle Phos hilaron (“O gracious Light...”) is sung, continuing the 
ancient tradition of offering praise to God when lamps were lit at sunset.  In addition, the choir will sing an anthem by T. 
Frederick Candlyn (1892-1964), “Christ, Whose Glory Fills the Skies,” as well as the setting of the preces (short prayers) and 
responses by John Barnard (1625-1949).

While few Episcopal churches in the United States offer Evensong every day, it is very much a part of traditional daily 
worship in Anglican cathedrals in England.  St. Mark’s Choir is serving as the choir in residence at Chester Cathedral in 
Cheshire, England from July 11-17 and they will, therefore, be singing a different setting of Evensong each day, except for 
Sunday, when the choir will sing a principal (i.e., Eucharistic) service.

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Campus Projects are Underway

The Property Committee has been very active this spring. First, however, we are pleased to report that St. Mark’s has 
been recognized for the restoration work we did on the Bell Tower 
and carillon in 2010 and presented with an Award Certi• cate from 
The New Canaan Preservation Alliance. We are honored to have 
been singled out in the “institutional category” for this work. 
Mother Anne recently accepted the award at a ceremony at The 
Country Club of New Canaan. A number of parishioners attended, 
including several major donors of the project.

Now for the report:
 

Oil Tank Removal and Upgrade on the Heating System: The 1. 
contract to do the work  has been signed. Preliminary work has 
begun. Barring any unexpected issues, we expect to remove the oil 
tank and complete the heating system work by mid-to-late June.

The Pump House: We are demolishing the pump house at the 2. 
Cottage and relocating the well and water storage tank. We are in the process of obtaining the necessary town  
permits and will begin the work as soon as the permits are issued.  No de• nitive time- table can be identi• ed 
as yet.

Sound System: The • nal phase of work on the sound system has been suspended,  pending availability of Go 3. 
And Grow capital funds.

Donor Center Lighting: The Donor 4. 
Recognition Center work is done – except for 
lighting. Estimates to illuminate the donor 
center walls are being received. 

Carpets: The rugs in the hallway, Library, 5. 
Outreach Center and Education Center are 
scheduled to be cleaned within the coming 
week.

Other areas being addressed by the committee include 
landscaping, tree work and drainage matters. There are 
several major projects under discussion which will be 
reported at a later time.

Our campus is very important and plays a signi• cant role in presenting an image of St. Mark’s to the community. We are 
doing everything we can to maintain that positive outlook to the town.

New Leadership

Deb Luchs has been asked by Fr. Peter 
and Mother Anne to become the Head 
MOC (Minister of Communion) at St.

Deb acts as the liaison between the 
clergy and the MOCs (there are about 
25 of them), and is responsible for 
scheduling MOCs at the 8am and 10am 
services. Although she is not required 
to do so, Deb likes to be at church ev-
ery Sunday just to be sure everything 
goes right. She is also responsible for 
training MOCs. “Some are ! rst tim-
ers,” she says, “and others come from 
churches where things have been done 
a little differently.” To help keep every-
one on the same page, she’s working 
on a MOC manual.

Deb is also an usher and, as a mem-
ber of St. Elizabeth’s Guild, she coor-
dinates the MOCs for the St. Mark’s 
Eucharistic services at Waveny Care 
Center.

She and her husband Erik have been 
members of St. Mark’s for about 10 
years and are the parents of David, Ev-
elyn, Meredith, and Elizabeth, all of 
whom are acolytes.

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Storm and Flood Relief
