Choral Evensong at St. Mark’s

On Sunday, October 17 
at 5pm The Parish Choir 
of St. Mark’s Episcopal 
Church, under the direction 
of Brian-Paul Thomas, 
will sing the ! rst service 
of Evensong this season 
in lieu of the regular 5pm 
Holy Eucharist.  

This special choral service 
is one of several offered as the choir prepares for their trip to England this 
coming summer. In 2006 the choir traveled to England having been invited 
to sing a week long choral residency at Norwich Cathedral. In 2011 the choir 
and friends will travel to Wales and northwestern England where they have 
been invited to sing daily services during a weeklong residency at Chester 
Cathedral. 

One of the most venerable choral traditions, the service of Evensong, or 
Evening Prayer is one of the oldest liturgies (1549) in the Anglican Church. 
It combines the monastic of! ces of Vespers (sung at sunset) and Compline 
(sung before bedtime) into one evening rite. 

Regarded by many as one of the most sublime of the Anglican-Episcopal 
liturgies, the choir will sing a vesper anthem: “Let My Prayer Come Up 
as the Incense” by Peter Hallock. Also included are settings of the evening 
canticles: Magni! cat and Nunc Dimittis, composed by Charles Callahan. 
Known together as “The Harvard Service,” these settings were composed 
for the Memorial Chapel at Harvard University. 

While a musically rich liturgy, the service on October 17th will also include 
prayers and readings appropriate to the day. A 30 minute recital on St. Mark’s 
thirty-bell carillon will precede the service.  

    All Saints’ Choral Eucharist
    Sunday, November 7   5:00 p.m.

The celebration of All Saints’ Sunday con-
tinues in the evening of  November 7.  The 
Parish Choir will sing at the 5pm liturgy. 
The All Saints Choral Eucharist of Remem-
brance will include Haydn’s Missa Brevis, 
Sancta Johannis De Deo. This charming 
shorter work by a favorite classical compos-
er, is also known as the “Organ Mass.” The 
work features a very ornate organ accompa-
niment, and a beautiful solo for soprano at 
the Benedictus. This service is in place of 
the weekly 5pm Holy Eucharist in the cha-
pel, and will be less than an hour in length.

A note about the numbering:
The carillon was put into place over a period of  years. It was originally an instrument of  twenty bells. Additional 
bells were added later, and in some cases were added where notes did not previously exist. 

St. Mark’s Memorial Carillon

The top of the tower houses thirty bells, fabricated by master craftsmen, Les Fils de Georg-
es Paccard, of Annecy-le-Vieux, Haute-Savoie, France. The bells are named in honor of 
the saints of the Church and those saints in the Book of Common Prayer. The 30 bells vary 
in weight from 110 pounds to 3,100 pounds and are operated manually by a bellmaster 
from a keyboard in the tower. Below you’ll ! nd the names of and inscriptions on the bells 
and exemplary photos of the carillon keyboard and bells.

In 2007, The Lion’s Den Book & Gift Store joined the Episcopal Booksellers As-
sociation (EBA) to support the Association as a participating member, to make use 
of the particular vendor bene" ts given to store member associated with the EBA,  
and to enjoy the privilege of communicating with other store members through the 
use of the EBA’s email list. As of October 1, 2010 there are 77 Episcopal Book-
sellers in the United States. 

This year, our store manager, Melanie Moyna, was invited to sit on the Board of 
the Episcopal Booksellers Association and will participate in board meetings via 
telephone conferencing and (possibly) during the EBA’s annual meeting in Chicago in May.

How EBA Began

In 1996 a dozen Episcopal booksellers participated in an informal meeting during the Religious Booksellers Trade Exhibit 
in St. Charles, Illinois. By 1997 about 35 stores were participating in a brainstorming session where it became very clear 
that Episcopal bookstores have a unique market niche and need to make their presence more obvious to publishers and 
others in the book trades. That very uniqueness also increases the need for Episcopal booksellers to be able to communi-
cate with and support each other. The Episcopal Booksellers Association grew out of these meetings and was incorporated 
in May, 2002.

It is our joy to share the gift of Christian language and the stories of God’s love with your children in an open and 
creative Godly Play environment.

The Big Question Each Fall: What is Godly Play? 

The Curriculum           

Godly Play is a Montessori-based pedagogy and curriculum that seeks to equip children for the life of discipleship by providing 
the tools of Christian language. Godly Play makes use of biblical parables, stories, silence and liturgical actions to help children 
become more fully aware of the mystery of God’s presence in their lives. They “practice” understanding their faith by learning 
to talk about it.

Godly Play is not just about learning intellectual lessons or keeping children entertained: We believe children know God and want 
to feed a spiritual hunger. Each of the Godly Play lessons connects with the child’s own experience and relationship with God 
in an effort to introduce and nurture the development of the faith language which is most formally demonstrated in our liturgy. 
Godly Play respects the innate spirituality of children and encourages curiosity and imagination in experiencing the mystery and 
joy of God.    

The Structure of Godly Play            

The Gathering Room (library)            
Children from ages 3 through 2nd grade assemble in the St. Mark’s Library, for easy drop-off. No need for parents to worry 
with room assignments. The children participate in artistic and musical activities in the library together as a way to strategically 
transition their focus from individual to group behavior, from secular things to things sacred. It also helps reduce the distractions 
caused by latecomers.             

The Classroom              
After music and a prayer, we then divide into three class groups, by age (3/4’s, Kindergarten/1st grade, 2nd grade) and process 
into the individual classrooms. At all times, there are at least two Godly Play helpers (the storyteller and the doorkeeper) in each 
classroom. There is usually a member of the Sr. High youth group present as well. The children sit in a circle and the storyteller 
presents the biblical lesson. The storyteller uses physical materials to represent the parable or sacred story. After the lesson, the 
children are invited to share their thoughts related to the lesson. Each classroom is stocked with art materials to use. Each child 
then selects an activity—arts and crafts, reading, or writing in their journals (for older children). When it is time, they process into 
church to join their families.

9October 2010
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Senior Highs Return to Taizé 

In February, the St. Mark’s Sr. High 
EYC will resume its tradition of 
making a spiritual pilgrimage to the 
Taizé monastery in France!   The trip, 
which had been in the idea phase, 
matured quickly when I received the 
invitation from Father Michael Bird 
to bring our group with his.  Father 
Bird is a former Assistant at St. Mark’s 
and is now Rector of Christ Church 
in Bronxville, NY.  He has led this 
pilgrimage 13 times, and those in our 
community who remember the trips 
he led with our youth are the quickest 
to proclaim the gospel of Taizé.   In 
fact, 2 of our young adults—our EYC 
graduates and Taizé pilgrims—have 
already signed-on to be chaperones.  

All 9-12th grade parishioners at St. Mark’s are invited to embark on this memorable and transformative spiritual journey
which draws youth into a global Christian community through singing, meditation, study, group re" ection, chanting, and 
prayer with youth and monks from Europe.  In addition to spirituality, this trip will also involve LOTS OF FUN and 
interaction with youth from all over Europe.  Though it may sound strange to them at # rst, our teens will return with a 
greater sense of who they are and what’s important in life.  

If you are thinking of sending your teen to Taizé for the # rst time, just do it.  Your teen will never regret it, and neither will 
you. Before taking the TGV high speed train from Paris to Taizé, we will spend 2 days in Paris having fun and recovering 
from jetlag.  While in Paris we will visit: the Eiffel Tower, Champs Elysées, Musée d’Orsay, Arc De Triomphe, Notre Dame, 
Sainte-Chapelle and other sites.
