If this is you, I hope you will 
come for an informal conversation about developing ways to pray that are satisfying to your soul.  We will meet on Saturday 
March 19 in the Library.  Refreshments at 9am; prayer and conversation from 9:30 to 11:00a.m. 

The Spiritual Life at St. Mark’s: A Creative Conversation
The second is a conversation about how St. Mark’s can support people in their spiritual lives.  Recently I came upon some 
thought-provoking research overseen by a megachurch in the Midwest.  One of the most interesting • ndings was that the 
single most important ingredient for making progress in their spiritual lives was for people to take personal responsibility 
for it and to pursue a daily discipline of prayer and re• ection.  This struck me as so true and to that end I would like to 
convene a conversation about the spiritual life here at St. Mark’s. We will explore how we as a parish can support people 
in their desire to be transformed by the Holy Spirit and to lead a deeper life in Christ.  I trust these meetings will eventually 
result in programmatic changes here and a Spirituality Commission to oversee the spiritual life of the congregation.  The 
initial meeting will convene on Saturday morning March 26 from 9:30 to 11:30 in the Library.

May God bless you on your Lenten journey.

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Reflections on Taizé 

Many of us believe that the huge, noisy spectacles and dramatic moments 
in our lives are the most memorable and shaping of our character.  But I 
believe that it is simplistic soul searching that forever shapes our identity. 

Ten members of our Sr. High Youth Community (7 teens, 3 chaperones) 
recently gained this valuable 
experience during a ten day 
pilgrimage (Feb 18-27) to the Taizé 
Monastary in France.  We traveled 
alongside the youth groups from 
Christ Church in Bronxville and St. Andres in Yonkers and became a united group 
of 45 . Three times a day we gathered in the church to express our prayers through 
chants and songs, and we all discovered a certain inner tranquility and security 
with who we are in God’s eyes that just can’t be achieved in the midst of our busy 
lives here in New Canaan.  On several occasions many of us were moved to tears 
by the sheer love and unity between people from all over the world that takes place 
in that monastery; I cannot think of another place in the world in which so many 
strangers connect on such a deep level. The kids we met from France, Austria, 

South America and Germany (and Bronxville and Yonkers) will be our friends for life. 

During the 15 minutes of silent prayer during each service, I worked on 
focusing my mind so that I achieved a meditative state in which I was 
completely focused on God’s love. My favorite moment during that entire trip 
was sitting in the original small stone Taizé church, staring at the light streaming 
through the stained glass. It was so silent that my ears would ring and pulse; the 
only words I can think to describe that feeling would be purely electrifying.

Our group returned to Connecticut jetlagged, yet strangely reinvigorated 
and with a fresh perspective on our relationships, our passions, and our own 
characters. On Monday, our • rst day back, I received a comment from a friend 
that really proves the almost magical, “fountain of youth” type effect Taizé 
has on everyone.  She couldn’t get over a glow that I had about me, a certain 

freshness charisma. And, as I look at the people who I shared this experience with, I notice that same rejuvenation and 
inner peace emanating from them.

I only wish that more teens from our parish or our community had gotten to share this time with us, it is truly something 
that will leave you forever changed and open to receiving the word of the Lord.

Mark’s is pleased to host Chanticleer for this 
special performance.  It’s particularly exciting 
to me as the proceeds from the concert bene• t 
Chanticleer’s National Education Program 
which encourages local high school choral 
singing.”

Arrangements for the concert at St. Mark’s 
and the Youth Choral Festival were made by 
New Canaan resident Dudley Roski, who 
serves on Chanticleer’s board of trustees. 

“Chanticleer loves the acoustics at St. Mark’s,” says Dudley Roski. “The singers are not ampli• ed and yet are heard perfectly 
throughout the church, especially on the balcony, believe it or not.”

Tickets for the April 11 concert are $40 and are on sale at Elm Street Books, Design Solutions, the Lion’s Den Bookstore at 
St. Mark’s Church, and at www.chanticleer.org         
Their concert at St. Mark’s is entitled Out Of This World! – an exploration of the seductive power of the sun, the moon, the 
stars, the planets and the universe beyond them. The program includes a world premiere by Berkeley-based Composer-DJ 
Mason Bates that captures transmissions from outer space and “Cells Planets” by Erica Lloyd of Little Grey Girlfriend in 
a new arrangement especially for Chanticleer. Fantastic early works by Monteverdi, Marenzio and Palestrina and romantic 
works by Schumann (“An die Sterne”) and Mahler (“Ich bin der Welt…”) will join music of 20th century composers Britten, 
Mechem, Hopkins (“Past Life Melodies”) and others.

Of special interest in the program is “Cells Planets” - Chanticleer’s • rst venture into indie-pop, featuring countertenor Casey 
Breves as soloist. A music video (Chanticleer’s • rst) of the song was released last fall and can be seen at YouTube.com/
sfchanticleer. Casey Breves was for two years tenor section leader at Trinity Episcopal Church in Southport, CT, and is a 
graduate of Yale where he sang with the Whiffenpoofs and Duke’s Men.
